Meeting Schedule (2010-2011):  The General Studies Committee will meet every third Wednesday of the month at 4:10pm. 

I. Approval of the minutes from 11/03/2010
No minutes present to approve, Dr. Schultz absent from meeting. Nov. 3 minutes will be reviewed at the Jan. 19, 2011 meeting. 

II. Chair’s Report
Results from the school meetings, C&I and A&C. Three of the four schools endorsed the proposed Framework. C&I voted 6-6, A&C voted 9-1. 
There will be a Faculty Meeting on 12/8/10 in EOB 4:10pm to discuss the voting procedure and proposed framework. Electronic voting was going to be the initial procedure, but due to security issues the voting will have to be a paper ballot. Voting will take place in the Registrar’s office December 9-15. The results of the faculty vote will be announced on December 16.

2. Add a line after the competencies to “Attach an explanation of how the course satisfies the competencies indicated on the form.”

Kristin will revise the current C&I form/process to fit the Core Curriculum process prior to the Faculty Meeting on December 8, 2010.
