This major course does not count towards the 21 credits of the Second Tier or the 42-credit

core curriculum minimum and cannot be used for course-sharing. It is a
course within the major field that is specifically designated as a writing-intensive course, the

subject matter being the chosen major. This course views “writing as a mode of learning”—that is, it employs writing assignments as ways of helping students learn the material rather than as vehicles forregurgitating material. Moreover, instructional focus in this class is on the course contentas well as the writing process. This objective will be accomplished through either

incorporating multiple smaller written assignments with detailed evaluation, feedback, and

revision opportunities or highlighting multiple stages of the writing process (e.g., idea

formulation, refinement of argument/hypothesis, structuring/outlining, drafting, revising) in

relation to one lengthy written project.
