Course Description: This course presents a detailed survey of Western art music from the early Baroque period to approximately 1890.  

Course Objectives:
The overall objective is to acquire an excellent basic understanding of Baroque, Classical and Romantic period music. To achieve this, students will be taught to develop skills in (a) reading (both verbal and score reading), (b) writing, (c) discussing, and (d) listening, all concerning these musical styles.

With those skills, developing (a) knowledge and (b) comprehension of these musical styles is essential, but so too is developing the ability to (c) apply such knowledge—shown in the abilities to (d) analyze and understand this music, to (e) synthesize (create) new understanding of the music, and to (f) think critically, that is, to evaluate such music. You will develop your skills in identifying and explaining styles, techniques, and composers of this music, aurally and visually.
