The Persian dinner and Politics and Perceptions in Persepolis Speaker Series were discussed.  There were 602 students (26% above average) and 120 community and faculty members attended the dinner.  

Nominations are coming for next year’s Common Reading.  We have approximately 20 so far. The committee was encouraged to ask people they work with to submit nominations, especially the Academic Support Center tutors who submitted very good nominations last year.   

There is a lecture this Thursday, “The Graphic Novel:  Not Just for Kids Anymore” with Monica Larson, Visiting Professor from the Communications Department.  It is at 7 p.m. in the CLS.  Hot cider and pumpkin square will be served after the lecture.  

The Interest Group Celebration dinner will be Tuesday, November 11 beginning at 3:15 p.m.   The focus will be on the students in the classes this time and Sara Crickenburger will lead the program.  

There are 5 Interest Groups being offered Spring Semester.  First-year students who have not taken an Interest Group before are eligible to take one in spring as are new first year students arriving in January.

Judi gave a brief overview of the hiring of a grant writer to assist in applying for a TRIO Student Support Services grant.  Financial Aid, Admissions, Enrollment Management, Academic Support Services, CTL and IR will be represented at the meeting with the grant writer to be held on Wednesday.
