Overview of Position:
The First Year Experience Peer Educator will serve as a student role model and resource for first year students. He or she will work closely with an Interest Group (IG) leader in order to assist new students with the often overwhelming transition to university life.  He or she will help lead group discussions as well as help familiarize new students with campus resources and activities.  Through this process, peer educators will gain valuable experience with teaching, team-work and leadership.

Specific Responsibilities:

· Attend all scheduled IG sessions and large group events

            (Tuesdays, 3:15 – 4:30 PM)

· Meet weekly with IG leader

· Attend Peer Educator Training Session with Director of the First Year Experience (Training Session date and time TBA)

· Lead one IG session under the supervision of the IG leader

· Keep IG leader informed of any concerns regarding the well-being of students enrolled in the IG

· When students are absent, follow up by phone, email or in person to encourage attendance
· Co-facilitate discussions on a wide array of topics including time-management, study skills, and diversity issues 

Minimum Qualifications

· Must have attended Shepherd University for at least 2 semesters
· Must have strong leadership, communication and interpersonal skills.  Must be comfortable with group interactions
· Must have a good knowledge of campus operations and services and be sensitive to numerous issues including home-university transition, and student academic and personal concerns

· Must be in good standing with the university and must have a minimum of a 2.5 cumulative GPA
· Must demonstrate the ability to work collaboratively with faculty, administration and staff on first year experiences
· Must show initiative and creativity
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
