1.  The following policy was designed by the task force:

POLICY ON ABSENCES FOR STUDENTS ENROLLED IN LEARNING COMMUNITIES AND FYEX 102 COURSES
The grading rubric for the Interest Groups will continue to be used as it is now printed.  However, instructors are encouraged to do the following for both Learning Communities and Interest Groups:

· The instructor should request at the first class session that a student notify them in advance, if possible, if he/she is not able to attend a particular class session.  

· It is the instructor’s prerogative to determine if a student’s absence may be considered an excused absence.  

· If a student does not attend the first session or stops attending during the course, the instructor should check with the Registrar to determine if the student has withdrawn from the course.  

· If it is determined that the student is still enrolled, the instructor should contact the student to encourage his/her attendance and, if necessary, explain the grading rubric.

· If an instructor is unable to contact a student after trying multiple times, he/she should contact the FYEX Director (ext. 5396) who will then decide if action needs to be taken through Student Affairs or other university offices.

2. The committee commenced discussion about Bridge Programs.  It was decided that a sub-committee would be established to further review this initiative.
