FYEX Taskforce Meeting Minutes
December 5, 2006

Attending were:  Ruth Conley, Kim Scranage, Karen Austin, Sharon Kipitz, Christana Johnson and Judi McIntyre

The first Tuesday of each month at 1 p.m. worked well for all attending except Ruth needed to check her teaching schedule for next semester and would get back to Judi.  An email reminder will be sent to all other members of the taskforce who did not attend.  Room reservations for next semester should be made within the next two weeks.

An email will be sent to those not in attendance at the meeting to let Judi know is they can attend the National meeting of FYEX in Dallas February 16-20.  Registration should be paid by early January.  FYEX is paying the costs of attending this meeting.
The rest of the meeting’s discussion centered on how to improve the Large Group Sessions based on student response to the survey administered in the Interest Groups.  Ruth offered a DVD she has used in the past as part of the Wellness Large Group next fall. Members of the committee will review the DVD and determine if it can be used.

Karen reported that she would not be teaching a film interest group next fall, but suggested that someone should.  Whoever teaches it should clear it with Kevin Williams the Chair of the Mass Communications department before offering it.  It was suggested that more small group time be incorporated into the Large Group sessions.  Also suggested was that each Peer Educator should meet with the person in charge of the next Large Group session the prior week at Interest Group time and day.  They could meet in the ballroom.  Peer educators also should have a short training prior to the Interest Groups beginning in order to reiterate their responsibilities and to be sure they know what will be happening in their groups and at the large group sessions.  Allan Tinkler suggested after the meeting to Judi that the peer educators and instructors get together for an informal meeting prior to the start of the semester, perhaps for dinner or lunch.  He also suggested that the peer educators form their own group for the day of service on campus to help them build community.  Allan also suggested having the multicultural large group first because it was so popular with the students and follow it with the Study Skills when the students by then realize they need that information.
