General Studies Committee Report

Due to the volume of proposals they will be meeting two times a month.
New Course Sharing Policy
Comments from the Registrar, Tracy Seffers
Dr. Helldobler requested specific data on major and minor duplication for 2009, below is that information. 

Most students graduate with a comprehensive major.


35 out of 629 graduates had at least 1 duplicated requirement.


23 out of 629 graduates had a single course overlap.


6 out of 629 graduates had 2 course substitutions.

1 out of 629 graduates had an 8 credit overlap, which is currently allowed.
Since 2003 there have been only 2 instances where the VPAA overrode the maximum 8 credit hour overlap.

Most graduates had manageable overlaps – 3 to 6 credits.  It was thus suggested that we simply remove #4 from the policy in the catalog (page 52), which would eliminate the necessity for course substitutions and make the course sharing a more student-friendly proposition.  Likewise with the updating of the minors to 18 hours, a policy with maximum of 2 courses shared would be more than adequate to accommodate students and not run afoul of HEPC rules.
Proposal to adjust #3 in the catalog to “2 courses, up to 8 semester hours” and delete #4.  Motion accepted and approved.

“Page 52 of the current catalog will be revised as follows regarding the ‘course sharing’ policy: 

1) Item 3 will be revised as ‘A student cannot select a minor field of study whose required courses duplicate the major field requirements by more than 2 courses, up to 8 semester hours.  Exceptions to this rule must be approved by the vice president for academic affairs.’
2) Item 4 will be deleted so that students will no longer need to find course substitutions for courses required in both major and minor programs.”
Academic Integrity Policy

The Senate has charged C&I with reviewing the Academic Honesty Policy in the catalog on pages 56 and in the Student Handbook on page 155 (see http://www.shepherd.edu/students/studenthandbook.pdf), in order to update and clarify some questions about the policy.  Coordination with Student Affairs is particularly important with proposing changes to the Student Handbook; however, the Committee was reminded that the Academic Integrity portion of the handbook was approved by the Faculty Senate in the past, and the faculty should have ownership of this facet of the academic experience.
Alan Perdue and Dr. Shurbutt’s Proposal for Catalog: Academic Integrity  
“Cheating in all its forms, including plagiarism or any other form of representing the work of another as one’s own, is considered an academic matter to be controlled and acted upon by the academic processes of the University, as defined in the Shepherd University Student Handbook.  Students guilty of academic dishonesty in any course will receive sanction from the course instructor and may face sanctions by the University, particularly if there is a second reported offence.  Sanctions may include dismissal from the University.  Students involved in facilitating academic dishonesty in the unauthorized dissemination of examination materials are also subject to serious disciplinary action.  

“Plagiarism is the act of stealing and using, as one's own, the ideas of another or the written expression of the ideas of another.  Specific instruction on avoiding plagiarism and academic dishonesty may be provided by course instructors on course syllabi, in which case those instructions are binding on the student.  Guidelines and policies affecting academic integrity and other aspects of student life can be found in the Shepherd University Student Handbook."
Dr. Ruth Conley’s Version with Dr. Shurbutt’s Tweaking:

“Academic honesty is expected among all Shepherd University students and members of the Shepherd community.  By submitting academic work, students warrant that the work is their own and that unauthorized materials or resources were not used.  Plagiarism, fraud, unauthorized use of resources—cheating in all its forms is not tolerated.  All members of the Shepherd community are responsible for maintaining their own academic integrity and for reporting suspected academic dishonesty.  

Plagiarism is the act of stealing and using, as one's own, the ideas of another or the written expression of the ideas of another.  Specific instruction on avoiding plagiarism and academic dishonesty may be provided by course instructors on course syllabi, in which case those instructions are binding on the student.  Guidelines and policies affecting academic integrity can be found in the Shepherd University Student Handbook."
It was suggested that a synthesis of the two proposed catalog statements would be ideal.  Chair Shurbutt agreed to circulate via email the Committee’s suggested synthesis for the Academic Integrity catalog statement.  Details will be fleshed out in the Student and Faculty handbooks.
