Announcements

A.  “ New Course Sharing Policy: A student cannot select a minor field of study whose required courses duplicate the major field requirements by more than eight semester hours or up to 8 hrs.  Exceptions to this rule must be approved by the vice president for Academic affairs.”  Because the curriculum is outcomes based, there is no need to process course substitutions for required courses already met through the policy. Item 4 on page 50 of the current catalog is likewise struck.

B. Curricular proposal submission guidelines and meeting times, see C&I web-link to Senate page at http://www.shepherd.edu/employees/senate/C&I/.  Departments with Changes in the Major or Minor must submit a copy of the current catalog with the changes clearly marked in red, along with other curricular explanations and requirements as detailed on the C&I Senate website.  Doing so will help the Registrar accurately make your changes in the catalog. 

C.  Departments are encouraged to review curricula to determine compatibility of majors and new 120 hr. maximum for Baccalaureate Degrees; likewise streamlining the minors is encouraged.
D.  Schools are asked to submit a list of four tenured faculty for the grade appeals pool.   The list will be approved at the April 11 meeting.

Update on Minors

Catalog requirement for minors (page 49) was distributed so that C&I could consider updating the limitation on having more than one minor.  Rationale: since the minors have been reduced to 15-18 hours and since students will have a larger selection of electives after curricular revision, some students are requesting to offer two minors, wishing to focus their electives and increase their expertise for the job market or graduate school.
Clarification of Modern Language requirement for BA programs

The catalog currently requires “12 semester hours (required for B.A. programs, except education)” (page 45).
Currently, History, Psychology, English, Music, and Mass Communications (also has BS option) require modern languages, with Political Science’s B.S. degree requiring language as well.   Since West Virginia high school students now have foreign language requirements for graduation, many students coming to Shepherd will not need the full 4 courses to meet the requirement, as 3-6 hrs. are often waived; thus it would seem prudent for a liberal arts school such as Shepherd to retain its BA language requirement.  Likewise, as Shepherd University embarks on its global studies initiatives and new global studies programs, the modern language component must continue to be a vibrant and important part of the curriculum and master plan.  C&I thus will need to reaffirm the importance of language study at the April 11 meeting.  Dr. Shurbutt was asked to invite a representative from Modern Languages to attend the next C&I meeting.
Subcommittee Updating & Clarification Academic Integrity
The Senate has charged C&I with reviewing the Academic Honesty Policy in the catalog on pages 56 and in the Student Handbook on page 155 (see http://www.shepherd.edu/students/studenthandbook.pdf)).  After approval of a modification in the catalog statement on “Academic Integrity” (currently on page 56), a C&I Subcommittee will be appointed to carefully review the Student Handbook and offer recommendations for updating and consistency with the catalog statement and Faculty Handbook.

Proposal for Catalog: Academic Integrity

“Academic honesty is expected among all Shepherd University students and members of the Shepherd community.  By submitting academic work, students warrant that the work is their own and that unauthorized materials or resources were not used.  Plagiarism, fraud, unauthorized use of resources—cheating in all its forms is not tolerated.  All members of the Shepherd community are responsible for maintaining their own academic integrity and for reporting suspected academic dishonesty.   
Plagiarism is the act of stealing and using, as one's own, the ideas of another or the written expression of the ideas of another.  Specific instruction on avoiding plagiarism and academic dishonesty may be provided by course instructors on course syllabi, in which case those instructions are binding on the student.  Students guilty of academic dishonesty in any course will receive sanction from the course instructor and may face sanctions by the University, particularly if there is a second reported offence.  Sanctions may include dismissal from the University.  Complete guidelines and policies affecting academic integrity can be found in the Shepherd University Student Handbook."

Dr. Laura Renninger reported that her office is coordinating first year students to take an Academic Integrity Pledge at Convocation to start the new year out right.  The Pledge needs to comparable to the C&I Integrity Policy, and the Senate asked that she work in concert with C&I.
