I. MBA 3+2 Program and Double-counting Graduate/Undergraduate Credits
Information regarding  MBA 3+2 program was distributed by Dean Porter for review.  Dr. Porter briefly discussed the graduate proposal as an informational item only for C&I and asked that members review the information and discuss with their constituents.  
II. Minors, Double Dipping, 120-hour Credit Maximum 

This item will be discussed at the March 28 call meeting when the VPAA can be present.  Among the issues to be discussed will be the question of whether majors can sustain both a foreign language and a minor, within the framework of the new 120 graduation limit and allowing students to have some elective choices.  Several questions that will need to be addressed involve what distinguishes the BA, geared more toward graduate school, from the BS, geared more toward career fields; how the Modern Language requirement fits into this framework; how minors might be streamlined (some minors are almost as rigorous as majors).  An important goal of the institution and the HEPC is to have students graduate in four years within the new 120-hour graduation requirement.  Concerning the question of “double dipping,” a curriculum that is “outcomes” based will eliminate the need for “filler” hours.  Registrar Seffers noted that comprehensive majors, of course, require no minors, and duplicated courses between majors and minors currently require substitution forms.  Majors and minors that have more than 8 duplicate hours cannot currently be pursued.  C&I Chair Shurbutt noted that some majors, for example English and History, were constructed specifically to be accompanied by minors.  Likewise, a field such as English requires both Modern Language and the minor.  Thus to make a blanket decree that departments should choose either the language requirement or a minor might run counter to the arts mission of Shepherd.
III. General Studies Curriculum Revision

GCS Chair Daily reported that the framework is still evolving, while the GSC has divided into subcommittees in order to articulate criteria for courses to become part of the GS curriculum.

IV. Catalog mistake in Journalism minor

Information regarding Journalism minor catalog error was distributed for review, specifically the requirement of COMM 414 rather than COMM 400 as the Media Law and Ethics course.
