Course Sharing

Motion:  The Curriculum and Instruction Committee recommends that limited course sharing, up to 3 courses (with a maximum of 12 credit hours), be allowed for majors and minors where some of the same required courses are listed.

Discussion centered on whether course sharing might water down a student’s degree, particularly if there were a good deal of overlap between minor and major.  It was noted that this problem was addressed by not allowing a minor in the same general area as a major, per HEPC ruling.  The rationale for limited course sharing was based on the dynamic of an outcomes-based curriculum rather than numbers of hours required in any major or minor.  Likewise, it appeared that if outcomes were met within the limitations of the 120-hour requirement, students might have more options to pursue other interests.  Chair Shurbutt reported that on November 17, 2010, the Taskforce on the Majors and Minors unanimously approved “course sharing for outcomes based curricula where departments are attempting to keep within the parameters of the 120-hour curriculum.”
