Announcements

1) Unanimous Senate endorsements of 4 C&I proposals:

· 120 Credit Hour Curricular Maximum for Baccalaureate Degrees

· Streamlining the minors to 15-18 hours, unless outcomes-based standards are compromised
· General prerequisite statement be placed at the beginning of the catalogue:  “300 and 400 level courses are open only to those with sophomore or higher status or non-degree status or by permission of the instructor, unless specifically stated prerequisites have been met”.

· Department Chair’s be charged with the review of course descriptions and make the decision whether the course material remains appropriate for acceptable credit toward degrees when there is a questions about the age of credits being presented for a program 10 years after course completion.
Course Sharing

The Senate asked that C&I re-consider the course-sharing proposal, with the change as follows:  “The Curriculum and Instruction Committee recommends that limited course sharing, up to 3 courses (with a maximum of 12 credit hours), be allowed for majors and minors where some of the same required courses are listed.”
Rationale:  This policy is consistent with an “outcomes-based curriculum” when students have satisfied required intended student outcomes.  This policy will likewise allow students more free electives within the 120-hr. curricular maximum. 
Following comments by Dr. Jason Best and brief discussion, it was decided to vote on the change at the November 29th meeting. The modification that the Senate has suggested will bring more parity to sciences whose courses are often accompanied by 1-hr.labs.  It was noted, however, that students would continue to need the required 120 hours, but by allowing some course sharing, both students and advisors would have additional choice and flexibility in selecting an appropriate curriculum.
