General Studies Committee

Update on General Studies Committee Status
Last spring, the Senate charged C&I to explore the feasibility of the GSC as a Senate Standing Committee and to make a recommendation to the Senate, including any foreseeable or anticipated process issues.
March 10, 2008 C&I minutes reflect a motion to suspend C&I action until Strategic Planning Committee completes their report and more information is obtained from the General Studies Committee.  Senate President, Jason Best repeated the Senate request to C&I to make a recommendation as soon as possible.  C&I discussion centered around the September 8 Assembly motion to establish a committee to make recommendations about the GS curriculum.  Some members of the C&I Committee admitted that the new GS Committee charged by the Assembly would be unique in that it would by-pass the current faculty committee structure, apparently answering only to the Assembly rather than directly to the faculty as other senate committees do.  C&I Chair Shurbutt thanked the committee for a good discussion, and she reiterated the Senate charge, which still must be addressed – to make a recommendation concerning the appropriateness of the GS Committee serving as a standing Faculty Committee on equal basis with C&I rather than serving under C&I.
