Dear Dr. Dunlop:

On March 5, 2007, the Shepherd University Faculty Senate unanimously approved the motion that faculty, staff and students be issued “hanging window decals” for parking.  The rationale for this common way that parking stickers are issued at many institutions is that the fixed decal does not allow faculty and staff to park conveniently when cars are in the shop or another family vehicle must be driven.  

We are aware that faculty are allowed to park in the lot behind the library when they do not have a vehicle with a decal; however, this does not suffice for other parking areas on campus where faculty and staff must park.  We are further aware that in order to cover the expense of reduced rates for adjunct and some staff parking, our own parking fee will rise, a new policy that we supported also at the March 5 meeting.

The hanging window decals are an important convenience and one that the Senate has discussed before.  We appreciate your acting on this request for fall.
