President Best welcomed back Senator Rick Bruner from sabbatical.

III. Guests/Unfinished/New Business:

A.  Commencement Committee Report (Registrar Seffers)



Registrar Seffers commented on the Revisions to Commencement Processions. 


The line of March for faculty is the same except that a senior faculty member from each school will be invited to bear the school banner before the school's candidates. The schools will process in order of founding.  The names will be read by the school dean; the graduate names will be read by Dean Sheridan as Dean Porter 
hoods graduates.  The McMurran scholars will be hooded at the McMurran Assembly.  School banners will be placed on stands during the ceremony.


B.   General Studies Framework Draft (Senator Daily)


Senator Daily reported that the General Studies Taskforce held a retreat on January 5, 2010 at NCTC.   He distributed the Core Curriculum Framework Draft Working Model—January 7, 2010 that provides more flexibility for general studies and student core knowledge in approximately 42 hours. The draft included general statements and three 
tiers of learning.  A lengthy discussion followed with comments from Senators Shurbutt, Woods Tuttle, Lewin, Best, Bergman, Bruner, and Gonzol.  Discussions included writing skills, foreign language inclusion, staffing issues, competencies, and mapping against the current general studies framework.
C.   Legislative Issues and Raises (Senator Shurbutt)

Senator Shurbutt distributed a packet of materials about Higher Education Day at Legislature February 19, 2010 and ACF report.  Senate Bill 6 may pass allowing faculty and staff to sit in the legislature.  The letter to the governor [attached to December 7 minutes was not sent.  Governor Manchin wants to freeze tuition increases.  A consultants report recommended doing away with tenure.  The ACF report includes the report of the Adult Learning Taskforce for the RBA degree.

IV.   Committee Reports:

A.  Admissions & Credits (Senator Wing) Senator Wing reported that the Committee was working on the credit hour transfer policy for the community college edge program.

M/S/P—(Motion carries--Unanimously)--The Committee recommends: High school courses that have been accepted by a community college for credit under a special arrangement between a high school and a community college are not eligible for transfer.  Transfer articulation agreements do not apply to these credits.

B.  Curriculum & Instruction (Senator Shurbutt) Senator Shurbutt distributed a copy of the November 9, 2009 minutes.

C.  General Studies (Senator Daily) Senator Daily reported that the Committee reviewed the increase in Mathematics 103 from three to four hours.  He asked Senators to remind faculty that Dr. Carol Geary Schneider from AAC&U will speak on Wednesday, February 3, at 3 p. m. in Emma Byrd Hall.

There are 21 McMurran scholars under the new tighter standards.  Senator Shurbutt distributed a copy of the new Faculty Scholarship Fund brochure.
