II.        Announcements: 

Ms. Judi McIntyre spoke about plans for convocation with academic integrity as a theme.  After the convocation, students would be asked to sign a statement card on academic integrity that would be passed along to Mr. Dave Cole.  A discussion about the University and academic integrity followed.  VPAA Helldobler pointed out that there is an academic dishonesty in the student handbook.  President Best said that the importance of integrity is being considered by the C & I Committee, and a report should be forthcoming.

Dr. Laura Renninger introduced the Trio Coordinator, Cynthia Copney, and Trio Counselor, Greg Farris.  They distributed the new brochure on Trio Student Support Services.  Ms. Copney pointed out that these services were for first-generation college attendees, Pell-Grant eligible students, or students with disabilities.  The services are designed to increase graduation rates and GPAs.  

 
III.      Guests/Unfinished/New Business:
 

A. University Internationalization Update :  (Dr. Mark Stern)
Dr. Mark Stern commented on the internationalization program that the University has undertaken as part of the strategic plan.  The Internationalization Committee has received advice and training from the American Council of Education.   The Committee will now be visiting each department to get faculty involved in the project through a survey.   The Committee hopes to complete this part of the project in April.   

The survey will look at faculty involvement in internationalization and their background activities involving internationalization.  The Committee needs to know where faculty wants to go with international studies. 
B. Senate Feedback re: Presidential Recommendation to BOG on Merit:

President Best asked members to bring feedback on merit pay to the April 4th Senate meeting. 

Senator Wing reported that his department feels that enhancement money should be left alone at this time.
C.   Other Business:  


President Best reported that two actions be going to the Board of Governors in April:       
1. Amendment 19 revisions to faculty evaluations as passed by Senate: 
 A.  Changes non-tenured faculty to evaluations every semester in classes designated by faculty member or department chair.  Dean may designate course to evaluate.  
B.  Tenured faculty failing to respond in two days to evaluation deadline in the fall may have classes for evaluation picked by department chair or dean.  
2.  Changes to the Merit structure to become effective March 1, 2012.
President Best said that senators and any replacements should be present at the last meeting.  All chairs except those elected at the first fall meeting will be elected at the April 18, 2011 meeting. 

IV.      Committee Reports: 
A. Admissions & Credits (Senator Wing) Senator Wing said that the Admissions and Credits Committee had passed two motions:  

1. The A & C Committee recommends that the withdrawal date from individual courses will be 7 university working days after midterms effective in fall 2011.

The withdrawal policy stays the same for University withdrawal.   A & C felt that this makes midterms meaningful.   

2. The A & C committee recommends that an instructor-mediated add/drop period from day 6 to day 10 be instituted. 

President Best asked if late payment dates were considered and, if add/change would affect times and functions.

M/S—(Horner/Daily—no vote; lacked quorum) Faculty Senate support the recommendations of the Admissions and Credits Committee.

Dr. Helldobler said that the stop gap measures to these proposals are still in place because the instructors must sign off.  President Best asked senators to consult departments and have feedback ready for April 4, 2011 meeting.
