The April 20, 2009 meeting of the Shepherd University Faculty Senate was held in the Cumberland Room of the Student Center   Senate President Best called the meeting to order at 3:10 p.m.

II. Announcements:  

M/S/P—(Galligan/Tuttle—Unanimous) -- The Senate suspend its agenda for announcements by Dr. Shipley.

President Shipley commented on the strategic plan and its call for reallocation of resources for faculty positions and salaries.  She said that the governor has imposed a hiring freeze.  After consultation with Chancellor Noland, she sees no raises for faculty and staff unless West Virginia revenues pick up and raises are incorporated in the budget that will be done by the Legislature in May.  
The SU Board of Governors has passed a resolution for salaries, but flexibility is necessary for the use of the monies if there are no raises in the State’s budget.  Ideas for use of the money next year include campus beautification projects, HVAC renewal, etc.  Raises required by Board policies will be honored.  Any news concerning salaries will be communicated as soon as known.
A. McMurran Scholars Convocation will be held April 29, 2009 at 3:30 p.m. in the Frank Center Theater.  Dr. Donald Henry will be the speaker.
B. Finals week will be May 4th thru May 8th; final grades are due Monday, May 11th by 9:00 a.m.
C. The 136th Commencement will be Saturday, May 16, 2009 at 1:50 p.m.  The speaker is playwright Richard Dresser.
III. Guests/Unfinished/New Business:

A. Information Security Policy Draft Overview (Mr. Spiker)
IT Services Director Spiker presented Senators with a draft of Information Security Policy.  At present the University does not have a policy in place.  The purpose of the Policy is to create awareness of protecting data and help mitigate any data breach. This policy would be the guiding principle for data use on campus.  Mr. Spiker is visiting all campus constituencies to may them aware of the draft and collect feedback.  In the fall he plans to bring the policy back for a vote.  Any comments are due by September 21, 2009.  The draft will be on the IT Department website.
