The May 1, 2006 meeting of the Shepherd University Faculty Senate was held in the Cumberland Room of the College Center.  Senate President, Dr. Robert Willgoos, called the meeting to order at 3:12 p.m.

   I.

(M/S/P-Shurbutt/Warburton)--Minutes of the April 17, 2006 meeting were approved as distributed.  

II.

A & C Committee: (completed later in the meeting) The committee is processing the numerous petitions typical of the semester ending.

III.

C & I: The Curriculum & Instruction committee met on May 1, 2006 and approved the following items:

a.
Psychology course additions, changes; changes to the major & minor.

b.
Course changes in Environmental Science.

c.
Changes to the Math Education program: course changes and additions.

IV.

Honor’s Program:  No report.

V.

Scholarship & Awards Committee:  McMurran convocation was held.

The committee’s business is finished for the year.

VI. Washington Gateway:  No report.
VII. Library committee:  Senator Reid reported that the committee is working on allocation issues.

VIII.
Equity & Diversity: No report.

IX.

TOC Committee:  The committee met last week to distribute approximately $100,000 in funds.  A small balance of funds remains.

X.

IRB:  Addressing proposals as they come in.

XI.

ACF:  Dr. Shurbutt distributed the ACF report card for 2005-2006.  She has kept the Senate well informed of the issues tackled by ACF during the past academic year.  Leslie Lovett of the Fairmont CTC will likely be heading this committee next season, as Shurbutt’s two-year term as state Advisory Council chair will come to an end in July.  Shurbutt also informed Senators of the formation of a Legislative Advisory Subcommittee.  She also distributed the Report on Internationalizing Higher Education in West Virginia, a report from Ann Henriksson, Laura Renninger, and Shurbutt.   A number of Shepherd faculty members and administrators attended this statewide conference to explore ways to internationalize the curriculum (April 24th & 25th) in Charleston. 

XII.
Calendar Committee:  No report.

XIII.
Guest Dean Laura Renninger presented the Senate with information regarding faculty evaluations.  She asked that the Senate appoint a sub-committee to deal with faculty evaluations separate from assessment; the Senate, however, elected to send the charge to the Professional Development Committee.  The PDC will be asked to examine the faculty evaluation form, making recommendations to the Office of Teaching and Learning.  Dean Renninger distributed statistics from Sara Maene; most of the information pointed to the fact that on-line evaluations had an extremely low rate of participation by students.   Dean Renninger suggested that Senate consider no longer having RAIL online evaluation be an option in the fall.
XIV.
Senator Jacobs brought up the issue of summer school stipends in regard to rank.  Parlimentarian Senator Warburton reminded Senators that old business and elections need to be completed before new business can be addressed.

XV.
ELECTIONS:  Through the nomination process President:  Dr. Sylvia Shurbutt.  The new senate president Dr. Shurbutt nominated Dr. Scott Beard as parliamentarian.  Barbara Maxwell was elected as new Secretary of the Senate.

XVI.
Senator Jacobs made a motion (second by  Senator Woods) that professors

be paid for summer school according to rank.  An amendment was made by Senator Berenschot and accepted by Jacobs that professors be paid according to a percentage of salary.   Rates for overloads are currently paid based on degrees held vs. rank.   Discussion centered on the disparity between Shepherd summer stipends and those of other institutions.  It was thought that more interest in teaching summer classes could be engendered among the tenured faculty if a different pay policty were explored.  The motion was tabled until the fall semester.  Senator Shurbutt was charged with enquiring of Ed Magee the costs of such a summer pay policy.
XVII.
The BOG will vote on the amendments to Student Academic Rights at its June 8th meeting.

XVIII.
Senator Willgoos moved and Senator Jacobs seconded that the Senate needed representation on the Admissions Advisory Committee.  After discussion, the motion was withdrawn in favor a follow up of the December 5, 2005 meeting by Senator Shurbutt with Marie Carter.

XIX.
The PRT document will be reviewed in fall 2006.

XX.
Senator Shurbutt was given a letter from President Dunlop to Senator Willgoos, asking for faculty review of Salary Policy 26, prior to the next BOG meeting on June 8.  Shurbutt said that she would obtain an electronic copy to distribute to faculty prior to the May 30 deadline for faculty input.  The policy change effecting faculty calls for exempting “up to five percent of all full-time faculty from the provisions of the salary policy.”
