Testing:
Grades are mainly determined by 5 to 7 quizzes given at two week intervals. Each quiz counts 25 points. The final exam counts as 25 or 50 points. It is non-comprehensive. Quizzes and the final exam cover lecture material, the text readings The Elements of Geography, National Geographic Magazine articles (not more than 10 of these articles will be assigned during the semester), and the map projects.

Map Projects:
TEN (10) to FOURTEEN (14) Map projects must be completed by all students. Excellent work on these projects can raise a student’s grade to the next higher grade. Poor work on the projects cannot lower a grade. Note: If a student has a of a “D” on the quizzes and final exam, then the credit for the map projects will be only ½ the ordinary rate. With a Grade of “F” there is no credit for map projects.

Oral Exam:
One or two individual reading assignments from Shepherd University Library Books will be given to each student. Assignment will be about 20 pages each and student will take oral examinations.
Neatness:
Written examinations will be judged for legibility, grammar, neatness, and organization. Up to 2 points may be added or taken from each quiz on this basis.
