IV. New business
A. Changes to by-laws; Honor’s Advisory Board 6.3.a
Current 6.3.a:
The Honors Board Committee oversees the University Honors Program. The Board’s membership includes one voting faculty representative elected from each School, one student of each class rank elected from the current Honors students, and one representative from the Residence Life Office. Ex officio members include past Honors Directors, who may serve at their convenience. Student terms of office are one academic   year; other members have no term limits. The Director of Honors is chosen by the Honor’s Board Committee and by past Honors Board Directors serving on the Committee.

Proposed 6.3.a:
	The Honors Advisory Board advises the Honors Director about the administration and development of the University Honors Program. The Board’s standard membership includes one faculty representative elected from each School, two students of each class rank elected from the current Honors students, and one representative from the Residence Life Office. Voting ex officio members include current Shepherd faculty who were past Honors Directors, who may serve at their convenience. Student terms of office are one academic year; other members have no term limits. When the position of Honors Director becomes vacant, the Board will serve as the search committee to find a new Director, limiting for this purpose the number of student representatives serving on the Board to two, chosen by the current student Board members from their number. One of the faculty School representatives serving on the Board will act as Chair of the search committee. The Board’s choice of a candidate is forwarded to the Provost for approval, and the Director of the Honors Program subsequently reports to the Provost.

Discussion: 
Lovelace: Proposal comes from Honor’s Director, Mark Cantrell, to increase student participation on the Advisory Board, and to clarify procedures for replacing the Honor’s Director.
	Motion (Groff): Approve changes as presented; seconded (Shurbutt). Motion carried (unanimous)
 
 
B. Follow-up Discussion of separating Graduation/Commencement, in order to allow students who are within a few hours of degree completion to participate in the Commencement ceremony.
Lovelace:  Registrar Seffers wants the details regarding this change to be in place by October. Scott Beard is working on details/research. Senate subcommittee is needed to bring recommendations to Senate for 1st fall meeting (September 18): Chris Ames, Tracy Seffers, Chris Lovelace, Scott Beard will serve; Senators Reid and Shurbutt also volunteered. (Chris will ask others who were not at today’s Senate meeting.). This committee will convene after Commencement, and will send recommendations to Senators in August for a vote on September 18.


C. Senator Lovelace: Senate Secretary election.
Lovelace:  Mary Hancock has indicated that she is willing to continue service as secretary. The Senators thanked her for her service, and voted unanimously that she continue in this role. 

D. Senator Lovelace: New representatives to be elected in Fall 2017 (September 18, 2017)
a. Chair of C&I to be elected at first Senate meeting
b. An Interim C&I chair will be needed for the Sept. 11 C&I meeting. Senator Lovelace will email all senators to advise them of this need.
c. Representative to Graduate Council to be elected at first senate meeting in Fall 2017
d. New Parliamentarian (Senator Groff on sabbatical) to be appointed by Senator Lovelace


E. Senator Lovelace: Communication with President Hendrix
Senator Lovelace has communicated to the President the Senate concerns regarding the reallocation of resources which may result from any academic restructuring. The President assured him that resources would be allocated equitably “across the board,” and that no academic program change decision will be made until faculty reconvene in August.
