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Reader Response Journal
The following assignment will be completed as you read Flight Behavior.

You will first draw a line down the center of your paper. Next, write “Direct Quotations” above the left column and “Analytical Notes” above the right column. Finally, draw a line under your column titles.

Choose one of the following topics: 

· Instances of flight or flying (literal and metaphorical)

· Biblical/Classical connections

· References to weather

· References to metamorphosis or change

As you read the novel, keep track of all mentions or references of your chosen topic in your reader response journal. On the left you will include direct quotations with the page number(s) included. On the right, you will include analytical notes about the quotation regarding its significance in the novel. Does it represent a change in the character? Is it symbolic of something else? Does it relate to a larger conflict within the story? Does the quote connect to a major theme? 

Final Assignment

After reading the novel and completing your reader response journal, review your notes and create a “claim” about the purpose of your topic within the novel. This claim will be the thesis statement in a well-developed essay which is due at the end of the unit.
