The September 19, 2018 meeting of the Shepherd University Core Curriculum Committee was held in the Cumberland Room of the Student Center. Dr. Lovelace called the meeting to order at 4:10 p.m.  Everyone introduced themselves. 

Minutes of the April 18, 2018 were approved except for an error in the attendance. Dr. Lovelace stated he would correct the April 18th minutes. 

I. Reports

a. C&I (Heidi Hanrahan) - No report presented
b. Assessment subcommittee (Laura Renninger) - Dr. Renninger reported that the reps for Biology, Chemistry, Education, Art, and Engineering need to submit their 2016 report findings.  
c. Course substitution subcommittee (Karen Green) - Dr. Green reported there was a need for recruiting a rep from the College of Business to serve on the Course substitution subcommittee. Dr. Green stated these meetings are conducted through emails. Dr. Scott volunteered to serve on the Course Substitution Subcommittee.  


II. Second readings
a. ENGR

Dr. Karen Adams presented the second readings. Students will have to obtain an 18 or 19 ACT score for these courses. Math 107, Math 107A, Math 109 and Math 109A will be available for the non-STEM student. A motion was made to approve, seconded, and passed unanimously.

b. Dr. Daily motioned that all charge members of this committee check with their departments regarding the feasibility of offering writing in the major earlier in the curriculum.

c. Dr. Lovelace will only accept reviewed Core paperwork from committee members. The Core paperwork may be sent electronically to Dr. Lovelace who will post the electronic documents in Sakai. Dr. Lovelace will post the website link on Saki on how to submit documents to this committee.
