III. Unfinished business

a. Postponed from 2/27/19: Continued discussion of Writing in the Major classes offered in senior year. 

A continued discussion occurred regarding writing in the Major classes. 

Karen Adams made a motion to approve the following resolution:

Be it resolved that, while the Framework document expresses a preference that Writing in the Major classes be offered prior to the senior year, it should be left to the individual programs to decide on what works best for their students. 

The motion was approved unanimously.    
IV. Second readings
a. APST- Rachael Meads and Sylvia Shurbutt presented
Add APST 256 as a Tier II Social Sciences option. There was a discussion to include an explanation/justification how the course addresses the lifelong learning competency. Rhonda Hovatter made a motion to approve the course and that the chair’s signature will be contingent on receipt of that justification. By a ballot vote, 15 yes and 1 no. Motion carried. 
Add APST 343 as a Tier II Arts option. It was noted that, while the Lifelong Learning competency is now addressed, the Creative Thinking competency also needs to be added since it is a Tier II art class. An explanation for how this course will meet that competency and also an assessment plan for that competency needs to be added. We will delay the second reading until our April meeting. 

V. Announcements
The Chair reminded the committee that the change to the Shepherd Constitution, approved by this committee earlier this year, to elect a chair from among its own members at the last meeting of the year will go to the Assembly at their April 8th meeting. Be thinking about whether you’d be willing to serve as chair next year. If this passes, we will hold that election at the end of the final Core Curriculum meeting next month.
